The aim of this safari is on fishing and we will start day 1our trip on the South African side from Base Camp with breakfast. We will setup camp after a long days fishing on the banks of the river in the Richtersveld. Where we will sit around the fire and talk about the catch of the day and much more.


The next morning after Breakfast we will pack our boats and paddle down stream for the day full of opportunities’ for fishing to our next camp. Our days will be spent on and off the boats fishing daily and you will have plenty of time for fishing during the day. We will take each day as it comes and plan around it all. After Day 2 on the morning of day 3 we will have breakfast, pack up and transfer back to base camp via the Richtersveld. 

Everyone is welcome to stay a extra night at base camp, but have to remember that it’s all on own expenses. 

1 person per boat

Max 2 people per boat

This is a camping trip where we sleep under the stars but you are welcome to bring a tent along for comfort. 

Preparations for Trails: 
All trails are lead by qualified river guides and fishing guides, we do offer a back up system from our Base Camp. You will receive a full briefing on the safety procedures and basic ethics of exploring the trail. Our guides will prepare all meals and assist with your equipment preparations before embarking on your adventure trail. No previous experience is needed and a moderate level of fitness is required.

Equipment: 

We make use of the best equipment available in South Africa and all has been SABS approved for rafting, canoe trails and fishing trails. Our two man inflatable rafts are suitable for all terrains. Every boat has paddles, buoyancy aids, dry bag and a cooler box for drinks. 

Eco Trails: No glass is allowed on the river and all waste will be transported along the trail and returned to base camp.  Please decanter supplies to plastic containers or make use of cans 

Included in trip: 

· Land transfers via Namibia 

· Camping fees, entrance fees

· Guide, Cook, Ice, camping equipment, Boats and all other river equipment 

· Meals as indicated, light breakfast with brunch and dinners to accommodate fishing times. Lunch available on the river. 

· We suggest own tackle and rods; there are tackle and lures available, but we use natural bait for all fish species on a regular basis. 

· We will also supply you with a cooler box full of ice as well as a dry bag to keep clothes and sleeping bags Dry.

· We will have at all times ice available for drinks and cooler boxes.
