Day 1: Swakopmund (B. **) Lodge

Founded in 1892 during the German colonial rule, the distinct colonial character has been well preserved. Swakopmund has several excellent restaurants, bars, coffee shops as well as many arts and crafts shops selling Namibian rural art. The fine beaches along the walkways will take you to museums, an aquarium and many galleries to visit. 

Day 2,3 Damaraland (B.L.D) Tented camp
Our safari continues to the north of Namibia where Damaraland people and many rock art galleries awaits our exploration. The next to days we spent meeting the people of Damaraland, admiring the natural rock art galleries and search the elusive desert elephants of this region.

Day 4, 5, 6 Etosha National Parks (B.L.D) Tented camp

Day 11 Maun (B.L. *) Tented camp 

The most Southern Tip of the Okavango delta will be our re-supply before we enter the game reserves on safari for the nest few days. We make our final preparations for our safari and have the opportunity to take a scenic flight over the Okavango and its many waterways.

Day 12, 13 Moremi (B.L.D) Tented camp
Moremi game reserve is one of the best reserves in Africa. The natural beauty and abundance of wildlife, bird life, insects, reptiles and Flora will astonish our visitors. Our tented camp will be made for two days and our safari drives and game viewing will be done in and around the areas of our base camp. The low volume policy in Botswana parks will allow for uninterrupted game viewing.

Day 17/18 Livingstone (B. ****) Private Lodge
Finally we follow the footsteps of David Livingstone to Zambia. Our visit to the Victoria Falls and the memorable Zambezi River will add a value of respect and admiration to our safari trail. The full payment of the tour fare due by the client to the Company, must be paid by no later than 4 weeks prior to date of departure of all tours, otherwise the Company may treat the booking as been cancelled by the client. Late applicants may however join the tour on an availability basis. 

3 Cancellation By client 

Cancellation of a booking must be made in writing, by the person signing the booking form, and is not effective until the Company receives such cancellation. If the cancellation is received 31 days or more prior to departure, the deposit shall be refunded. In the event of cancellation 30 days prior to departure the following charge will apply:  15 to 30 days = 50 % total fare; 7 to 14 days = 75 % total fare; 0 to 7 days =100 % total fare.  If the client fails to join a tour, or joins after departure, or leaves it prior to its completion, no tour fare shall be refunded.

4. Cancellation by the company
